Tentative Dates for Spring 2020: April 20-25, 2020

into Grand Canyon National Park from Lees Ferry to Phantom Ranch—with your own professional
geologist, yours truly, who is returning for his eighth time.

Arizona Raft Adventures (https://azraft.com), an authorized Grand Canyon National Park Concessionaire and third
generation outfitter is responsible for the rafting trip and transportation to the Grand Canyon from Flagstaff, Arizona.
The cost of the upper Grand Canyon rafting trip is $2,300.

Williams GeoAdventures is arranging all the details and providing services before and after the rafting trip. The cost
of all of these services is $990 and assumes double occupancy for the lodging. These services include the following:

« A pre-trip orientation and dinner in Cotati, California in April 2020

« An overnight stay at the Little America Hotel in Flagstaff on April 19, 2020

« A mule duffle service to carry your gear out of the Grand Canyon on April 25, 2020
« An overnight stay at a lodge on the South Rim on April 25, 2020

« A farewell dinner at the El Tovar Lodge on the South Rim on April 25, 2020

« Transportation from the South Rim to Flagstaff on April 26, 2020

The total cost of all the Williams GeoAdventures services and upper Grand Canyon rafting and geology trip is $3,290.
This cost does not include the flight to and from Flagstaff and other meals before and after the rafting trip.
